Monthly Activity Report Forms
The Monthly Activity Report form is on our website (www.kyfbla.org).  Please designate one officer (usually the reporter or secretary) to be responsible for completing and submitting one copy of this report online by the 10th of each month, summarizing the activities of the preceding month.  You can locate this form by going to the website, clicking on forms and documents, and then going to online forms.  Fill out the form and click the submit button at the bottom.

These monthly reports serve as a source of information for the state and regional newsletters.  These reports are optional activities on the Local Chapter Gold Seal Award of Merit Checklist and may be considered in deciding the Kentucky Gold Seal Chapters.

Competitive Events 2009-2010
· There is one new event for 2009-10, Computer Game and Simulation Programming.  

·  Internet Application Programming has been retired.  

· There are revisions to the competencies for the Help Desk event.  Please check these carefully.

· Electronic Career Portfolio must be Web based.

· Job Interview application is now part of the portfolio submitted. The form can be downloaded from www.fbla-pbl.org.

· Digital Video Production must be submitted on a DVD.
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· Prepared templates may be used for the Accounting II production test.  Templates are not being provided by either state or national FBLA.

· Where appropriate, media may be submitted on a USB thumb drive.  However, as noted above, Digital Video Production must be submitted on a DVD.

· The Kentucky FBLA Board of Directors approved the modification of rating sheets for American Enterprise Project, Community Service Project, and Local Annual Business Report to allow penalty points for not following guidelines instead of disqualifying the reports.  This revision aligns the event scoring with national guidelines.  New rating sheets will be on the Kentucky FBLA website within a couple of weeks, within the revised Kentucky Competitive Event Guide. 

· Kentucky FBLA Events will now be listed in Alphabetical Order in the Competitive Event Guide and Event Numbers have been deleted.
